-Requirement to be qualified for the GS-12:  Completion of two (2) years of experience or completion of one (1) year of experience along with the completion of a 6-year Pharm. D. or formal post-baccalaureate (M.S., Pharm. D.) hospital oriented degree program recognized by ACPE.
RESPONSIBILITIES: 

The Inpatient Clinical Pharmacist is a licensed pharmacist who is fully responsible for a broad range of activities associated with the care of patient being treated within the Health Care System (HCS), including but not limited to those who are patients in the Short Stay Unit (SSU), Acute Care Hospital and Nursing Home Care Unit (NHCU).  The incumbent shall report to the Inpatient Clinical Education Coordinator and will provide pharmaceutical care to patients within the HCS hospital and NCHU.  The time requirements for the position are approximately 90 to 95% on patient care activities and 5 to 10 % on administrative activities.  This Service and program is an integral part of a comprehensive patient care delivery system within this highly diverse university affiliated teaching and research medical-surgical HCS.  In the discharge of these responsibilities, the incumbent is responsible for insuring the timely, safe, accurate, efficacious and cost effective pharmaceutical care and services are provided with minimum adverse effects to our patients.
